RULES FOR ALL CATEGORIES:  Must fill in Title of Work and Artist Statement

LITERATURE:

-must not exceed 2,000 words 




-original and 2 copies placed inside a manila folder




-student entry form stapled onto the back of the manila folder




-students name written on the back of each page and each page numbered




-handwritten or typed (illustrated entries are accepted)

MUSIC COMP
:
-may be voice, instrument or combination of both




-CD (no cassette) placed in a container (plastic/cardboard, etc.)




-student’s name, grade division, state and year on CD and container



-place CD inside larger envelope 




-place student entry form in sheet protector and masking tape to back of envelope




-less than 5 minutes in length




-must include score (age appropriate) not to exceed 11x14 inches




-students are not required to perform their own composition (i.e., band)

VISUAL ARTS:
-must be flat (nothing 3 dimensional can extend off surface of artwork)




-not to exceed 24 x 30 inches (including a mat) and 3/8’ in thickness




-place student entry form in sheet protector and masking tape to back of artwork




-artwork on paper, cardboard, canvas, etc. (mount paper on cardboard mats)




-shrink-wrap or plastic cover optional but recommended (NO lamination)

FILM/VIDEO 

-must be original fiction/nonfiction work relating to theme




-student must be the director, screenwriter and cameraperson 




-less than 5 minutes in length




-submit CD/DVD in a plastic/cardboard container with name, grade division, 





state and year on CD/DVD and container



-place CD inside larger envelope 




-place student entry form in sheet protector and masking tape to back of envelope




-Submission on computer disk must use .MPG/MPEG, .MOV/QT or .WMV/





Windows Media Player (do as save as movie) - NO POWERPOINT



Animation, narrative, documentary, experimental or media presentation




-do not list NAME in credits or any where on film production 

DANCE :

-entries should be 2-5 minutes in length




-must submit a DVD/CD of performance of choreography




-CD/DVD in plastic or cardboard container with student’s name, 





grade division, state and year on CD/DVD and container



-place video or DVD in a larger envelope




-secure student entry form on outside with masking tape in a page protector




-there may be up to 3 dancers performing the choreography




-DVD/CD saved as MPG/.MPEG, .MOV.QT or .WMV (do not save as movie)




-do not introduce or say names any where or during the dance video

PHOTOGRAPHY:
-must be mounted (on a sturdy material)




-shrink-wrap or plastic cover optional but recommended




-no frames, original film or multi-dimensional




-student entry form in a sheet protector masking taped to back of photography 




-a single print or collage not to exceed 11 x 14 inches (including mat)
